Historical Information
One of the three lanes highlighted by Art & About in 2007 to 
demonstrate different and individual ways Sydney can revitalise 
its laneways. The Bulletin Place laneway project included a 
stage and bar as an example of what could happen through 
music and entertainment.

ACP announced the closure of The Bulletin in January 2008 
after 128 years. It was launched in 1880 and has been an 
institution in Australian publishing. The Bulletin was founded 
by J.F. Archibald and John Haynes. In the beginning it was a 
journal of political and business commentary. Its early history 
reflected the White Australia Policy and the influence of Britain 
on Australia. It was first called “The Weekly Bulletin” and 
promoted a particular set of views - egalitarianism, unionism 
and “Australianism”. The Australian bush and its characters was 
seen as central to identity. 

The Bulletin was important in the history of bush poetry as well 
as publishing short stories and illustrations. Works by Henry 
Lawson and Banjo Paterson were featured in its pages. Banjo 
Paterson first contributed to The Bulletin in 1885.
